The list of possible sites, each now out to public comment, includes:

Dungeness in Kent , Sizewell in Suffolk , Hartlepool in Cleveland , Heysham in
Lancashire , Wylfa Peninsula in Anglesey , Oldbury in Gloucestershire , Hinkley
Point in Somerset , Bradwell in Essex , Sellafield, Braystones & Kirksanton in
Cumbria.

The draft list of sites which are judged most potentially suitable will then be released
later this year for public consultation.
